Greenfield TC was established in 2001. It utilises 3 floodlit, porous tarmac courts and 2 porous tarmac courts. An Indoor Court is available in the Sports Hall. CCTV is in operation on the site.  The Club offers a range of memberships. Guests are welcome (2 visits maximum) and must pay the appropriate fee to a member. The Club is affiliated to the Lawn Tennis Association. The Club works in partnership with Durham County Sport, the LTA. The Club was recognised as Durham Sport Junior Club Of The Year in 2004.

Members receive regular newsletters by post and/or Email.  Letters are addressed to one family member.

The membership period is April 1st to March 31st. 

Guests are welcome a maximum of twice per year and must pay a £4 fee. Juniors playing with Members pay £2. It is the members’ responsibility to collect the visitors’ fee and pass it on to The Treasurer immediately.

An elected committee manages the Club.  Members and parents are welcome to attend meetings or offer suggestions and comments in a letter. A Club AGM is held.

COACHING: A comprehensive programme of coaching is offered for ages 5+ in a safe and friendly environment. Junior Members pay a reduced fee for coaching. Greenfield Tennis Academy invites talented players to receive Academy Squad Training in smaller groups.   A Mini Tennis Club offers activities for younger players indoors during the winter.

Head Coach: Ian Wilkinson leads a team of enthusiastic, friendly and experienced coaches. Ian has 40 years experience, has played to County Level and is an LTA Licensed Coach. All coaches have attended the LTA Tennis Assistants Course and some are extending experience by attending a range of other LTA Courses.

Friday is the designated night for Cleveland League matches.  

INDOOR TENNIS

Coaching activities move indoors during the winter. The programme is subject to change during the year.

COURT BOOKING: Adult, Student and Junior Members aged 14 + can make a booking. Junior members can access courts if a responsible adult is present and/or a Sports Assistant is on site.

The public can book courts, if available, and should pay the Court Fee before playing. 

Court charges per hour (Outdoors): Club Members–Free and Non Members -£8 for singles or doubles per hour.

 An additional charge for lighting and Indoor Tennis may apply.

Courts are available at times during the day. (Courts are available at times when Sports Assistants are on site)

DRESS: Appropriate tennis apparel should be worn. Football shirts are inappropriate. Training shoes with heavy soled shoes should not be worn, as they will damage the court surface.

Junior Members are able to utilise vacant courts at times designated for adults. Should adults be waiting to play at these times, juniors must complete their game and leave the court. Juniors can join adult activities if invited.

Photographs may be taken at times for news articles, the tennis website and to record events. Should any player not wish a photo to be used they should inform the person taking the photo.

The Club recognises and adheres to the LTA Code Of Practice. A copy is available to view on the website.

It is expected members and visitors respect the facility and refrain from inappropriate language and behaviour. If a player is accused of breaching club rules they will be invited in writing, to discuss the situation at the next committee meeting. If agreement cannot be made, membership may be cancelled.
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
